The ReCoverCA Homebuyer Assistance Program supports low- and moderate-income
households purchasing homes in California, specifically outside high or very high fire
severity zones, by offering up to $350,000 in assistance. This financial aid helps bridge
the gap between what a household can afford in mortgage payments and the actual cost
of buying a home. The assistance is fully forgiven after five years*, there is no first-time
homebuyer requirement, and perfect credit is not necessary to qualify.

Applications from those impacted by the 2017 Wildfires will be open March 17, 2025.
